Dear Brothers and 
Sisters in Christ, 
 

O ne of the clos-
est moments I 

have had in a long 
time was watching 
Godôs mighty work 
with Episcopal  
Latino Hispanic  
Cursillo #106. It was 

a glorious thing to see. As one of the 
people involved with the planning of that 
weekend from the beginning I can attest 
to the fact that it is the power God which 
made that weekend what it was.  
   
I believe in spiritual warfare. I believe the 
harder we try and work for the Lord, the 
harder the evil one attacks. I have experi-
enced that in my own life and I have cer-
tainly seen it happen around Cursillo. A 
Cursillo weekend is a mighty move of 
God, so it only stands to reason Satan 
would go on the attack.
